Chen has won the first award of the Annual Composition Competition of the 
Eastman School of Music, the honorable mention from the International League of Women Composers, the 
annual award from the New Music * Art Festival in Bowling Green Ohio, and been one of the winners in the 
Young Artist Series sponsored by the National Concert Hall in Taipei. In 2006, the premiere performance of 
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Chen's two-piano piece !Spider in a Mirror" was given by Octtava Piano Duo in Maryland, USA.  In the same 
year, the premiere recording of the two Taiwanese songs !Dim-ah-ga" * !Mondnacht" was released by the 
Taipei Chin-Sui Choir.

Once Upon A Spider – Suite Petite for Piano Four Hands@@
 
Sally Mei-Chun Chen, born in 1968, obtained her DMA from Eastman School of Music in 
Composition.  She is currently a composition professor at TungHai University, in Taichung, Taiwan.  
Chen began the composition of Once Upon a Spider, her first work for piano four-hand, in fall of 2002.  
During the summer of 2002, as she prepared to begin the composition, she came across Theodore 
Roethke$s poem ! The Serpent" through Ned Rorem$s songs.  The Serpent is about an unusual snake 
that is determined to fulfill his dream to become a great singer no matter how people laughed at him.  
Roethke used simple words and direct phrases in his telling of this amusing and encouraging story.  
This served as basis for Chen$s composition.  Chen chose a !spider" as the leading subject for two 
reasons.  One, the movie, Spiderman, was a box office hit in 2002 and two, when two pianists are 
seated at one piano, there inevitably are eight limbs present -- four hands and four feet.   This image 
forms a strong association with the eight-legged spider in Chen$s mind. 
 
Once Upon A Spider is a suite consists of three movements titled Bugle, Tarantella and Shadow 
Warrior. The Bugle is a lyric monologue in which Chen uses multiple harmonic dimensions to support 
the simple melody that rise from the low register of the piano.  This is to represent the spider$s simple 
mind, and his aspiration of making his mark in this world.  At the end of the first movement we hear a 
glimpse of this aspiration.  The Tarantella is the spider dancing.  The tempo variant in the movement 
gives away the occasional self-doubt that crosses spider$s mind.   As the movement progresses and the 
dance becomes more vigorous and strong so does the spider$s growing self-approbation.  Finally, in 
the Shadow Warrior, the little spider saw his enlarged shadow against the wall.  Imaging himself to be 
a great warrior, he engages in a great battle with an intrusive bee. 
 
Slavonic Dances, Op. 72, No. 1-3 

Beyond fulfilling a commission, Dvorák$s Slavonic Dances were, for him, a political statement; an 
opportunity to celebrate in music the Slavic cultures of Central Europe, then under the repressive 
control of the Austrian Empire. Dvo!ák wrote two sets of Slavonic Dances.  The second set, op. 72, 
was composed in the summer of 1886. Dvo!ák borrowed the material for his Slavonic Dances from the 
rich folk tradition of the Bohemian and Moravian culture in which he was raised. He brilliantly 
translated the leaping dances, galops, and polkas of his ancestors into big stylish numbers that enjoyed 
popularity first in the parlor as piano duets, at a time when the piano was an unrivaled home 
entertainment center, and then, in supple orchestral colors, as concert fare. The Op. 72 set is richer in 
its harmonic language, more wide-ranging in its dance types.
